Under Jim’s leadership, Perdue Foods has grown
from an East Coast centered label of premium
fresh chicken to a national roster of premium
protein brands which includes chicken, turkey,
pork, beef and lamb, and Perdue AgriBusiness
went from a regional grain and oilseed business
to a multi-faceted international player. His
leadership guided Perdue to become a leader in
workplace safety and associate health, including
innovative wellness programs.

Jim's commitment to earning consumer trust
guided Perdue to become the first major

poultry company to move all of its chicken to no
antibiotics-ever protocols. In 2016, Jim announced

the company’s Commitments to Animal Care, a
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groundbreaking initiative that is transforming

ensuring that the company continues to build
on its strong corporate responsibility programs,
especially continued leadership in elevating
animal care and in strengthening relationships
with farmers.
